KEY PRIORITY – Curriculum 
 
Article 18 - All adults should do what is best for you. When adults make decisions, they should think about how their decisions will affect children. 
Article 23 - You have the right to special education and care if you have a disability as well as all the rights in this Convention so that you can live a full life. 
Article 28 - You have the right to a good quality education. You should be encouraged to go to school to the highest level you can. 
Article 29 - Your education should help you use and develop your talents and abilities. It should also help you learn to live peacefully protect the environment and respect other people. 
 
Goal: All children will learn through engaging and authentic learning experiences. 
 
Rationale: The end of year self-evaluation review highlighted that there has been limited focus within our curriculum to reflect our unique community as part of Cardiff, Wales and the wider world. Our school community has a growing number of different faiths and backgrounds, and therefore we need to ensure we celebrate our similarities and our differences, in line with our school aims and the four purposes. With 68%+ of our children living in poverty, raising aspirations for the future is a crucial piece of our work.  

KEY PRIORITY – Developing and applying key skills 
 
Article 28 - You have the right to a good quality education. You should be encouraged to go to school to the highest level you can. 
Article 29 - Your education should help you use and develop your talents and abilities. 

Goal: The curriculum at Meadowlane will give our pupils opportunities to develop and apply their Metacognition, Literacy, Numeracy and Digital skills to a high standard. 

Rationale: Self-evaluation work has highlighted the progress we have made towards children applying their Literacy, Numeracy, Digital and Metacognition skills across the curriculum, at the standard they are capable of. However, this work now needs to be embedded, and further work is needed to support the children in having a voice about how they apply their skills.

Article 29 – Education must develop every child’s personality, talents and abilities 
 
Goal: Children are at the heart of assessment processes, and as a result they make good progress in their learning 
 
Rationale: This was an Estyn recommendation in October 2018. Strong progress has been made in this area, however, due to a few inconsistencies identified through self evaluation work in the last academic year, it is becoming a key priority again.

Goal: To continue to develop positive relationships throughout the school community. 
  
Rationale:     
At Meadowlane, fostering positive working relationships with the wider school community remains a key priority. By cultivating these supportive and nurturing connections, we aim to ensure that the well-being needs of all children are effectively met to enhance children's readiness to learn and to support great progress. We are committed to strengthening our partnerships with parents to promote regular attendance by bridging the home school gap. We remain committed to engaging with community organisations to establish a comprehensive range of services designed to support the children and their families at Meadowlane. 
In 25/26, we plan to further strengthen relationships between children, with a focus on positive play, to reduce the negative behaviours observed.  
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
