Introduction 

Meadowlane Primary School is situated in a predominately English-speaking area and the majority of pupils come from primarily English speaking homes. In planning for the Welsh Language, we will consider all pupils’ Welsh second language starting points and will monitor progress throughout the Progression steps
The school’s policy is to ensure that all staff has sufficient training to be able to deliver Welsh second language both in and beyond the classroom.  This policy also help support the school in creating children who are ethical, informed citizens ready to become valued members of Wales, Britain and the world.
Teaching and Learning:

· We will promote oracy, reading and writing skills in Welsh Second Language in both informal and structured situations. 
· Teachers will use the continuum and support materials developed by Central South Consortium (CSC) to support the teaching and learning of Welsh. The Continuum  provides a broad, balanced and progressive framework within which Welsh will be developed through the curriculum . It provides supportive materials and assessment suggestions to help deliver the subject effectively.
· Class teachers will have the support of the Welsh Co-ordinator.
· The whole school is at present  re-structuring due to the new curriculum. 
PS1/2/3
We will provide opportunities to develop children’s knowledge, understanding and skills within an integrated programme of speaking, listening, reading and writing: 

· Children will be immersed in language experiences and activities. Their skills develop through talking, communicating and listening.

· Children will be encouraged to communicate their needs, feelings and thoughts, retell experiences and discuss individual and group play.

· Some children will communicate by means other than speech. Children will refer to their intentions by asking questions, voicing/expressing opinions and making choices through a variety of media, and by building on previous experiences. 

· Children will be encouraged to listen to and respond to others and to a range of stimuli, including audio-visual material and ICT interactive software.

· Children will have opportunities to choose and use reading materials, understand the conventions of print and books and be given a wide range of opportunities to enjoy mark-making and writing experiences. 

· We will provide pupils with opportunities to use Welsh spontaneously in all aspects of school life, e.g., role play, dinner hall and with peers.
· The children will be helped to develop an awareness of Wales as a country with two languages, and to show positive attitudes to speakers of languages other than Welsh and English. 

· Language skills learnt in one language will support the development of knowledge and skills in another language. 

· We will ensure pupils in the foundation phase hear and use Welsh in all the areas of learning. 

· Children will be taught using the Welsh Second Language Scheme of Work as produced by the CSC.
Children will build on the skills, knowledge and understanding acquired during the PS1/2. The progress will be achieved through an integrated programme of oracy, reading and writing.

Children will be presented with experiences and opportunities that interrelate with the new Curriculum. Welsh will become cross curricular.  

· Children will become confident, coherent and engaging speakers, working as individuals and as members of a group.

· The experiences presented to them will include opportunities to take part in drama and role-play activities. 

· They will develop as active and responsive listeners in a wide range of situations.

· We will provide pupils with opportunities to use Welsh spontaneously in all aspects of school life, e.g. role play, dinner hall and peer to peer conversation.
· Throughout PS1/2/3, children will experience a progressively wide range of demanding texts, for enjoyment and information, so that they can develop into fluent and effective independent readers. 

· They will be able to seek information in a text, or ICT, recalling and retelling parts of the text offering opinions and observations. 

· Children will become competent writers, writing clearly and coherently in a range of forms and for a range of purposes and audiences.

· They will acquire a growing understanding of the need to adapt their language to suit purpose and audience.

· Children will be taught Welsh discreetly  one lesson a week.
The Literacy and Numeracy Framework and Welsh

Learners will be provided with opportunities which take into account the requirements of the National Literacy and Numeracy Framework (LNF) and which allow pupils to apply literacy skills (reading for information, writing for information and oracy) and numeracy skills (developing numerical reasoning, using number skills, using measuring skills, using data skills) in order to complete realistic tasks appropriate to their stage of development in Welsh.   

Whole School Issues Regarding Welsh

Equal Opportunities

At Meadowlane Primary School we endeavour to provide activities and materials that reflect the cultural diversity in our school, providing equality for all.  All pupils will have access to Welsh teaching, resources and equipment and equal opportunity will be given to all regardless of race, gender and ability. It is the teacher’s responsibility to ensure that the individual needs of the pupils in their class are met.
Additional Educational Needs

The needs of the learner, whether significantly lower or higher than their peers, will always be used as a starting point, adapting the lessons accordingly. Differentiated materials and tasks will be presented in contexts suitable to the pupils’ ages and experiences. All activities will be planned in such a way as to encourage full and active participation by all pupils irrespective of ability. 
More able and talented pupils

For more able and talented pupils, the level of demand will be increased through the development and application of thinking, and communication, ICT and number skills, including increased opportunities for independent learning. 

English as an Additional Language

Staff encourage pupils to transfer their knowledge, skills and understanding of one language to another and should actively encourage the pupils to use their home language(s) at school, socially and academically. EAL learners are able to learn more quickly when tasks are in a context they understand and the work is supported by key visuals such as diagrams, pictures, graphs etc.  Collaborative group work tasks can help give contextual support to EAL learners.

Differentiation

In order to provide for children of different abilities within each class, it is each teacher’s responsibility to differentiate tasks in a suitable way.  
Cwricwlwm Cymreig and Creating a Welsh Ethos 
Children will be made aware of distinctive Welsh perspectives when looking at the wider world. They will have opportunities in their study of all subject areas to develop and apply their knowledge and understanding of the cultural, economic, historical, environmental and linguistic characteristics of Wales e.g. St David’s Day celebrations, trips to local cultural attractions.  We aim to develop children in line with the four purposes to be ethical, informed citizens, and appreciate their heritage and background. 
Meadowlane Primary will give Welsh a visual place in and around the school e.g. signage, displays, and websites. The school will ensure that Welsh is given an audible place in all areas of school life e.g., classroom routines, school assemblies, concerts, outdoor activities and school visits.  
Criw Cymraeg will feature in playground games and developing Welsh alongside their peers.  The Criw is made up of children from year 5/6 upwards and they are given ‘training’ and support to teach others Welsh language games and songs.
The Use Of Incidental Welsh and Bilingualism

The school has a positive attitude to the development of incidental Welsh. A progression for the use of incidental language has been developed by the CSC. This continuum is used throughout the school.  Both children and staff, teaching and non-teaching, will be encouraged to use Welsh throughout the school day in as many different aspects and opportunities as possible:
· Give Welsh a visual place in the classroom and around the school e.g. signage, displays and school website. 

· Ensure that Welsh is given an audible place in all areas of school life e.g. classroom routines, school assemblies, concerts, outdoor activities, dinner hall, displays, school website and school visits.

· The use of reward systems to promote and encourage Welsh.  (Welsh language certificates presented by Criw Cymraeg)

· Dai Ddraig is present on all displays with a welsh comment so children are aware of the bilingual nature of the school.

Parental Support and Links with the Community

We will seek to inform all stakeholders in our school of the benefits of the Welsh language:

· informing parents through Dojo about Welsh themes each term
· We welcome and invite welsh speaking parents to support the teaching of Welsh and the development of Bilingualism in school. 
· Parents are invited to activities in the school where pupils perform and use Welsh eg collective worship, concerts and St. David’s day
· We aim to provide opportunities for visits to local events and establishments.
· We invite drama and theatre groups to perform.
· To develop links with outside organisations where appropriate
Assessment and Record Keeping

Procedures for the assessment and record keeping of Welsh are in line with the school’s Assessment Policy. These procedures include:

· Self- evaluate for improvement in Welsh Second Language

· Participate in the Welsh Second language transition projects between and across phases to ensure continuity and progression

· Make rigorous use of assessment for learning by enabling pupils to evaluate their own work, the work of others and set targets for improvement to meet their individual overall needs. 

· Carry out continuous teacher assessment.

· In PS1 teachers will keep records of children’s progress in assessment files ( July2023)
· In PS2/3 Teachers will keep evidence for pupils assessment files; They are weighted as follows: Oracy 70%, Reading 15% and Writing 15%.

Reporting to parents

Reporting to parents is undertaken through the annual written report and at parent consultation evenings. 

Assessment for learning

Staff will be expected to use a range of assessment for learning strategies in their teaching to further enhance the quality of learning for the pupils. Pupils will use peer and self assessment activities to improve their learning.

Monitoring, Evaluation and review

The monitoring of the planning, delivery and evaluation of the Welsh Second Language and Bilingualism curriculum will take place in line with the school’s policy.

· The class teacher will evaluate the teaching and learning opportunities in their own class using the detailed weekly planning.

· The Welsh co-ordinator will support the development of digital evidence in each Progression Stage and monitor samples of books.
· Welsh Co-ordinator carry out an audit bi-annually.

Roles and Responsibilities

The co-ordinator for Welsh Second Language is Mandy Burke  who is responsible for the update of policy, links to the advisory service and the overview of the schemes of work for Welsh. 

The co-ordinator will also:

· Work alongside colleagues, providing support and guidance

· Keep up to date with new developments

· Organise and manage resources

· Evaluate and review the impact of Welsh teaching in the school

· Liaise with Welsh in Education Officer 

· Monitor, assess and review the standards of Welsh.

Links to the School Improvement Plan

The provision of Welsh and bilingualism will be reviewed in line with the School Improvement Plan priorities.

Resources

· Resources will be allocated to both individual classes
· Further resources are available on the CSC website to support learning interactively.

· Resources will provide sufficient and appropriate teaching and learning resources to enhance teaching and raise standards, including suitably trained staff, reading materials and materials to promote ICT in Welsh Second Language. 

· Budget will be allocated following consultation between the Headteacher, co-ordinator and the governing body. The available budget will be clearly linked to the School Improvement Plan and EIG.
